In-Town Results:

Option 1: Remove the barn; eventually build another structure

Comments:

· Barn is too far gone to spend money on repairs.

· A picnic pavilion under a new structure would be nice.

· Spend money on stormwater management ((((()

· Take advantage of the offer to remove the barn in exchange for materials.

· Tear down the Hammerly house too.

· Use money for sidewalk improvement or other streetscape elements before spending it on a visitor center/pavilion.

· Please do not use it as a flea market.

· A sided facility would be even better.
