
What Shall We Do With It?

Potts Farm Barn - East End of Town
The  Town of Round Hill will soon be receiving the barn, located on the south side of East Loudoun Street, from Oak Hill Properties at no cost to the Town. The barn is located at the eastern gateway to the town and is one of the first features seen when entering the town. Over the years, it has been exposed to the elements and has suffered gradual deterioration, particularly this past year. Because of public safety concerns, the Town Council must decide soon what the barn’s fate will be. 

The Town has already designated $80,000 in the FY ‘04-’05 capital improvements budget for barn modifications. The funds can be used to begin stabilizing the existing structure or be re-allocated to other capital improvement projects.

The Council is seeking citizen input regarding what we should do with it and hope you will respond to this questionnaire. The Town Council has suggested the following alternatives but is open to other suggestions or comments.


___  Remove the barn down its foundation, clean up the area so it is no longer a safety hazard, and eventually build another structure for community use.


___ Remove the siding and accessory structures but leave the exposed framing, clean up the area, and put a new roof on the structure so that it could be used by citizens as a pavilion, pending additional improvements.
