Dear Mr. & Mrs. Suter:
It has come to my attention that the construction of an accessory building currently underway on your property at 7 New Cut Road in the Town of Round Hill is in violation of the town Zoning Ordinance. The size of your building appears to exceed the limit permitted for accessory structures in the R-6 Zoning District, Additionally, the installation of independent cooking facilities in the accessory structure will result in the existence of a separate dwelling unit on the property. The ordinance does not permit additional or accessory dwelling units as a by-right or special exception use in the R-6 District.
In order to address these circumstances, an application for a variance to the Board of Zoning Appeals will be required from you. This application should request a variance from the applicable Zoning Ordinance Sections to permit a two story accessory structure with a footprint area of 864 square feet. You may also include a second request for the BZA to consider your proposal to install kitchen facilities in the accessory structure. Please also be advised that all work associated with the accessory structure is to cease until such time as the request has been considered by the BZA and the BZA has acted on the request. A failure to cease work on the construction my result in the imposition of fines against you.

Applications for BZA variances are available at the town office at 23 Main Street and should be accompanied by a written statement outlining your request as well as a sketch plan clearly detailing the footprint of the accessory building, interior layout and other information you would like the BZA to consider in evaluating this situation.
