Pubic Input Session

The Town of Round Hill has entered into a joint process with Loudoun County to expand its utility service area to include approximately 62 acres just south of Harry Byrd Highway predominantly east of Rt. 719.  This expansion is necessitated by a number of required water and sewer utility projects. As a part of this process and to be consistent with the overall concept of keeping higher density development within the Town’s utility service area instead of throughout  rural districts, the Town is amending its comprehensive plan.  

As you may be aware, the Town’s Comprehensive Plan establishes policies in regard to the type and direction of development in the Town and within the County/Town Joint Land Management Area. The Town Planning Commission and Council use this plan not only as a guideline for land use planning, but also for developing its zoning and subdivision ordinance and its public facility manual.

The Town is faced with an urgent need to upgrade its current water system and service the development around the west side of Sleeter Lake without going through the lake.  This need has resulted from the design and age of the existing system, its maintenance and operating costs, and its legally required expansion due to ongoing development within our utility service area.  It is also necessary in order to meet new requirements that have been placed on our system by regulatory agencies.  To complete the required upgrades, it has been determined that the most cost-effective and lowest-impact solution is achieved by extending utilities into the area described above.
As a part of this process, the Town will be holding a public input session on May 14, 2004 at 7:30 PM at the Round Hill Town Hall, located at 23 Main Street, to discuss the potential of residential development in this specific area.  We invite you as well as all interested members of the public to attend and participate in the discussions.
