The Facts

Residential Growth is Here:  Round Hill is doubling in size right now.

Commercial is Coming:  Just like the residential explosion we have experienced, commercial growth is coming whether we like it or not. Each and evey town in Loudoun County that has developed a water system to support growth has experienced a residential and commercial surge.  

Now is the time to manage the commercial expansion of Round Hill. The commercial surge has already begun, a 100,000 square foot shopping center has been approved and will be located at the Gateway to Round Hill. 

The question now becomes…what type of commercial do we want to see? Do we want to be like our neighbors to the east, who are surrounded by strip malls?  Or would we prefer a downtown historical commercial district featuring small, charming, local shops, run by small business owners.

Preservation: Another benefit of an established downtown commercial district is preservation. Guidelines can be established for commercial rezone applicants that require a building to be renovated in a certain manor (Historical Overlay). These guidelines protect the historical integrity,  and ensures the preservation of Round Hill’s treasured properties.  Today, any residential home purchased on Main Street can be demolished if the homeowner chooses to do so. 

Support Local Businesses: The fact is that local businesses have a hard time securing space and surviving in strip malls. Large grocery chains and retailers occupy shopping malls with specific other chains (i.e. Giant travels with Blockbuster).  So, if a small business owner is able to secure space in a shopping mall, the next issue becomes cost. 

Sometimes property ownership is necessary to make a small business successful. In addition to the obvious ownership benefits, the business also has control over monthly housing costs. Many downtown Leesburg businesses have shut their doors in the past several years due to buildings being sold to out of town investors who have almost doubled their rental costs.
