Rezone of 7 Main Street complies with Current 

Town of Round Hill Comprehensive Plan

Introduction of Comprehensive Plan allows for the consideration of rezoning applications. 

As stated in the Comprehensive Plan, Page 1, Introduction: “This plan is intended to be general and does not show specific sites for future development. It is intended that this plan is to be the basis of the town’s zoning and development ordinances, which will be revised and updated to reflect the spirit of this plan. The plan does not necessarily lead to rezonings initiated by the council, but should be used by the commission and council in considering rezoning and development proposals”

1. Rezoning of 7 Main is in keeping with historical and current business environment in Round Hill

The Comprehensive Plan specifically states on Page 4, Item II. A. HISTORICAL PERSPECTIVE, 1. History of Round Hill: “Businesses then as now were interspersed among residents.”

2. The Plan states that planning decisions will be decided by community needs and demands.

Page 7, C.1. Population Studies “Population analysis and projections are the basis for all planning decisions by indicating the extent of community needs and the probable future demand for facilities and services.”

3. The rezoning of 7 Main addresses the need for additional services as outlined on Page 9, D. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT “Given the proposed expansion through development, it is expected that economic growth will need to take place to accommodate the daily needs of a larger population.”…”However, as development occurs, existing businesses will probably prove inadequate in serving the needs of the community.”

4. According to Page13, G. Existing Land Use ”Business (Commercial) uses are concentrated along Main Street and at its intersection with Loudoun Street.”

5. Application complies with the Round Hill’s objective to maintain the visual appearance of the town. (Page 21, E.2. DEMOGRAPHICS “To maintain and enhance the historic and architectural integrity of the town. “Demolition of existing housing in historic/architectural significant areas should be strongly discouraged.”
6. Rezoning application is compliant with Commercial/Business development as outlined on Page 22, F. COMMERCIAL/BUSINESS “Control growth as to type and location so that it is sensitive to the town’s needs and identity as well as its relationship and impact upon the existing commercial fabric and public services.” 

“To provide adequate, attractive and unobtrusive business and employment opportunities to Round Hill residents.”

7. “Commercial development should be encouraged to cluster in centers or districts that are appropriate in location and scale with respect to adjacent land uses. Strip commercial shall be discouraged.”
“The location of commercial development should take under consideration the potential for providing employment and service convenience for nearby living areas.”

“Provisions should be made for access by walking and by bicycle.”

8. Rezoning application is compliant with the Innovative Solutions as outlined on Page 23, G. INNOVATIVE SOLUTIONS “The encouragement of solutions that enhance the town’s identity, architectural appearance, quality of life, public facilities and public improvements.

“To consider adapted uses of historic structures which encourage preservation or rehabilitation.”

9. Rezoning application is compliant with the Land Use Plan as outlined, starting on Page 25, IV. LAND USE PLAN, Objectives.

“To maintain and encourage efficient land use patterns which integrate residential, commercial, public and employment uses in planned neighborhoods designed to reflect Round Hill’s existing character.” 
“The commercial district should be recognized as a valuable community asset when considering a tax base and be protected and maintained as the center of commerce and government.”

“Strive to become a balanced community with sufficient opportunities for housing, shopping and employment for residents.”

10. Page 26, A. COMMERCIAL PLAN

“Commercial/Business districts shall be established, creating well defined planned development that relates and services the needs of the town and local residents. The town envisions that there shall be three distinctly different districts. They are the East District, the Central District and the West District.

11. Page 27, 2. CENTRAL DISTRICT “The town, however, realizes that the promotion of a tourist trade and small professional businesses are compatible with the history and character of the town, the surrounding natural environments and the vision of this comprehensive plan. In order to balance this direction with the overall identity and character of the residential neighborhood and historic district, limited special exceptions shall be created.” 

12. “Overnight lodging and appropriate restaurant use shall be permitted in existing structures based upon factors such as lot size, access, parking and buffers, etc.
13. Compatible with parking requirements as detailed on Page 34

“Promotion of a tourist trade, coupled with the anticipated growth within the planning area, will require additional public parking in conjunction with those required by ordinances. Accommodations will need to be made for commuter car pool parking, pedestrian trail users and additional spaces designed to encourage further pedestrian traffic in the Central Business District. As space is at a minimum adjacent to the Central Commercial District, the town will encourage multi-use lots and non-conflicting hours, or other creative means of increasing parking. The town will further pursue parking capabilities within the existing town.
