Article 2

Accessory Structure  A building or structure subordinate and incidental to, and located on the same lot with a principal building, the use of which is customarily found in association with and is clearly incidental to that of the thea principal building or to the use of the land, and which is not attached by any part of a common wall or roof to the principal building. Accessory structures shall include private garage, carport, car cover, storage shed, tool shed, garden shed, private greenhouse, pool house, guest house, gazebo, barns, above ground decks, dog houses, playhouses, and any additional structures the Zoning Administrator finds are similar to those listed in scope, size and impact and which are otherwise in compliance with this Ordinance. At-grade structures such as basketball courts, tennis courts, patios, open dog kennels and swimming pools and surrounding apron/decks shall meet the established accessory structure setbacks; however, these structures are not included in the total allowable accessory structure footprint.

Accessory Structure Footprint  See Footprint

Accessory Structure Height  The vertical distance from the average finished grade at the lowest point of the building, structure, or wall exposed above the ground’s surface to the highest point of the coping on a flat roof, the deck line of a mansard roof, or to the average height between the eaves and ridge for gable, hip, and gambrel roofs.

Accessory Use A use of land or of a building or portion thereof, customarily incidental and subordinate to the principal use of the land or main building and located on the same lot with the principal use.

Agricultural Building or Structure  A structure designed, constructed, and used to house farm implements, livestock or agricultural produce or products grown or raised on the premises by the owner or lessee and  shall not include a residential dwelling unit

ALLEY A right-of-way which provides secondary service access for vehicles to the side or rear of abutting properties.

BASEMENT   That portion of a building below the first floor joists at least half of whose clear ceiling height is above the main level of the adjacent ground.

BED AND BREAKFAST  A single-family dwelling in which the principal use is permanent residential quarters; and in which as an accessory use, no more than three bedrooms are made available for transient occupancy, generally for not more than seven days, by no more than six guests for compensation.

BUFFERING OR SCREENING For the purpose of this Ordinance, screening or buffering shall be defined as any device or natural growth, or a combination thereof, which shall serve as a barrier to vision or noise between adjoining properties, wherever required by this Ordinance.  Whenever used for screening buffering purposes, “natural growth” shall be taken to mean coniferous trees, bushes and shrubbery.

BUILDABLE AREA The area of the lot remaining after required yards have been provided.

BUILDING A structure having one or more stories and roof, designed primarily for the shelter, support or closure of persons, animals or property of any kind.

Building Attachment  A structure which is connected to a principal building by a fully enclosed above ground passageway with a common wall of 8’ or more in length and having a finished floor, walls, and ceiling shall be deemed to be part of the principal building.
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Building Coverage; Lot Coverage All areas under roof or projections from buildings on a lot; not to include uncovered decks, stoops or steps to grade. 

Building Footprint  See Footprint

BUILDING HEIGHT The vertical distance from the average finished grade at the minimum front yard line to the highest point of the coping on a flat roof, the deck line of a mansard roof, or to the average height between the eaves and ridge for gable, hip and gambrel roofs. 

BUILDING  INSPECTOR  An appointed official responsible for certifying building inspections.

BUILDING, MAIN  A building in which is conducted the principal use of the lot on which it is situated.  In any residential lot on which the same is located if the lot is used primarily for residential purposes.

COMMON OPEN SPACE An open tract, or parcel of land owned in undivided interest, not devoted to residential uses or structures but directly related, and adjunct to a cluster development or planned development, as herein provided.
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ARTICLE 2

EASEMENT A grant by a property owner of the use of his land by another party for a specific purpose.
ERECTED Shall be take to mean constructed, reconstructed, moved or structurally altered.

FAMILY CARE HOME  A dwelling unit established or licensed by the State of Virginia, Loudoun County or the Town of Round Hill which provides residential services for and supervision of eight or fewer persons, either related or unrelated, who are developmentally disturbed, mentally retarded, mentally ill, aged, handicapped, or children in need of adult supervision.

FAST FOOD ESTABLISHMENT  See “Drive-In Restaurant.”
FLOOD PLAIN  Continuous sections of land, adjacent to bodies of water, which are subject to periodic flooding and inundation.

FLOOR AREA RATIO  The total floor area of a building (measured from exterior wall to exterior wall) divided by the total area of the lot upon which the building is to be constructed. For example, a 43,560 square foot lot (1 acre) with a .25 FAR would allow a maximum building area of 10,890 square feet.

Footprint  The outline of the total area covered by a structure, measured from the outside of all exterior walls and columns, not including the area of porches, overhangs, and arbors.

FRONTAGE  Lot width.

GROSS FLOOR AREA (GFA) The total area of a building measured by taking the outside dimensions of the building at each floor level intended for occupancy or storage.

GROSS LEASABLE AREA (GLA) The gross floor area (GFA) less enclosed storage areas, hallways, closets, stairwells, elevators and rest rooms.

GUEST HOUSE Dwelling or lodging units for temporary non-paying guests in an accessory building.  No such quarters shall be occupied by the same guests for a period of more than three months in any 12-month period, and no such quarters shall be rented, leased, or otherwise made available for compensation of any kind.

HEALTH OFFICIAL The Director of the Loudoun County Department of Health or his designated deputy; Health Officer.

HEAVY EQUIPMENT Any vehicle in excess of 10 tons, commonly used in major earthmoving operations, such as site clearing, road building, or construction of large-scale buildings.  Such vehicles include, but are not limited to, the following:

a. Cranes

b. Pan-scrapers
c. Bulldozers
d. Steamrollers
e. Backhoes
f. Graders
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Article 3 

R-2 Residential-Single Family District

3.1. Purpose 

To protect the single family residential character of the district and to promote and encourage a suitable neighborhood environment. 

3.2. Permitted Uses 

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-2 District: 

. Single-family detached dwellings 

a. Public parks 

3.3. Accessory Uses 

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-2 District when accessory to and constructed or commenced concurrently with or subsequent to uses permitted under Sections 3.2 and 3.4: 

. Home Occupations 

a. b. Other accessory uses and structures customarily appurtenant to a permitted use; provided however, that the total footprint for all accessory structures on a lot does not exceed 6% of the total lot area and in any case may not exceed 1800 square feet. There is a minimum requirement of 10 feet between any and all building footprints. A single accessory structure’s footprint can not cover more than 4% of the total lot area and the maximum size of a single accessory structure’s footprint regardless of lot size is 1200 square feet. Any lot may have a single accessory structure with a footprint of up to 600 square feet
3.4. Special Exception Uses 

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-2 District subject to securing a conditional use permit: 

. Public and Private Schools 
a. Golf Courses 

b. Bed and Breakfast 

c. Public Utility Facility, except corporation yards, storage or repair yards and warehouses 

d. Places of Worship 

e. Family Care Homes 

Special exception uses shall not be allowed on private access easements. 

3.5. Density 

Maximum density shall not exceed two dwelling units per acre. 
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ARTICLE 3

3.6. Lot Area

The minimum lot area shall be 20,000 square feet and shall not include area to be used for a Private Access Easement. 

3.7. Minimum Lot Width 

The minimum lot width at the front property line shall be 50 feet and at the required front yard, 100 feet. 

3.8. Building Height 

. The maximum building height shall be two stories but in no event shall exceed 35 feet. 

a. The maximum height of an accessory building shall not exceed 25 feet. 

3.9. Yard Requirements 

The following minimum yard requirements shall apply in the R-2 District: 
a. Front Yard: 35 feet, except in developed areas where the front yard shall equal the average front yard of the immediately adjacent properties.
b. Side Yard: 15 feet, except 35 feet for the street side yard of a corner lot.
c. Rear Yard: 30 feet.
d. Accessory Structures: Setback of an accessory structure up to 16 feet in height must be 5 feet from any and all parts of the accessory structure footprint to the closest property line and can not have a protrusion of more than one foot into the setback. Structures greater than 16 feet in height must have a setback of 5 feet plus one foot for each additional foot of building height over 16 feet and can not have a protrusion of more than one foot into the setback. The setback is measured from any part of the accessory structure footprint to the closest property line. All accessory structures must be 5 feet back from the front line of the principal building and must be outside of the front yard setback. 
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Article 4
R-4 Residential-Single Family District 

4.1. Purpose 

To protect the Single Family residential character of the district and to promote and encourage a suitable neighborhood environment. 

4.2. Permitted Uses 

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-4 District: 

. Single-family detached dwellings 

a. Public Parks 

4.3. Accessory Uses 

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-4 District when accessory to and constructed or commenced concurrently with or subsequent to uses permitted under Sections 4.2 and 4.4: 

. Home Occupations 
a. Other accessory uses and structures customarily appurtenant to a permitted use; provided however, that the total footprint for all accessory structures on a lot does not exceed 6% of the total lot area and in any case may not exceed 1800 square feet. There is a minimum requirement of 10 feet between any and all building footprints. A single accessory structure’s footprint can not cover more than 4% of the total lot area and the maximum size of a single accessory structure’s footprint regardless of lot size is 1200 square feet. Any lot may have a single accessory structure with a footprint of up to 600 square feet.

4.4. Special Exception Uses 

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-4 District subject to securing a conditional use permit: 

. Public and Private Schools 

a. Golf Courses 

b. Bed and Breakfast 

c. Public Utility Facility, except corporation yards, storage or repair yards and warehouses 

d. Places of Worship 

e. Family Care Homes 

f. Library 

g. Cemetery 

4.5. Density 

Maximum density shall not exceed four dwelling units per acre. 
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4.6. Lot Area 

The minimum lot area shall be 10,000 square feet. 

4.7. Minimum Lot Width 

The minimum lot width at the front property line shall be 50 feet and at the required front yard, 80 feet. 

4.8. Building Height 

. The maximum building height shall be two stories but in no event shall exceed 35 feet. 

a. The maximum height of an accessory building shall not exceed 25 feet. 

4.9. Yard Requirements 

The following minimum yard requirements shall apply in the R-4 District: 
a. Front Yard:  25 feet, except in developed areas where the front yard shall equal the average front yard of the immediately adjacent properties
b. Side Yard: 10 feet, except 25 feet for the street side yard of a corner lot.

c. Rear Yard: 30 feet.
d. Accessory Structures: Setback of an accessory structure up to 16 feet in height must be 5 feet from any and all parts of the accessory structure footprint to the closest property line and can not have a protrusion of more than one foot into the setback. Structures greater than 16 feet in height must have a setback of 5 feet plus one foot for each additional foot of building height over 16 feet and can not have a protrusion of more than one foot into the setback. The setback is measured from any part of the accessory structure footprint to the closest property line. All accessory structures must be 5 feet back from the front line of the principal building and must be outside of the front yard setback. 
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ARTICLE 5

 R-6 Residential- Duplex, Single Family Detached and Townhouse District

5.1 Purpose

To maintain the residential character of the district and to promote and encourage a suitable neighborhood environment for medium density uses, limited to duplexes, single family attached and single family detached on small lots as set forth below, while maintaining individual privacy, open space and facilities.

5.2 Permitted Uses

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-6 district:

a. Duplexes and Single Family detached (as set forth below in Section 5.6)

b. Single family attached dwellings

c. Public Parks

5.3 Accessory Uses

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-6 district when accessory to and constructed or commenced concurrently with or subsequent to uses permitted under Sections 5.2 and 5.4:

a. Home Occupations

b.
Other accessory uses and structures customarily appurtenant to a permitted use; provided however, that no accessory structure’s footprint exceeds 600 square feet.

5.4 Special Exception Uses

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-6 District subject to securing a conditional use permit:

a. Public and Private Schools

b. Golf Courses

c. Bed and Breakfast

d. Public Utility Facility, except corporation yards, storage or repair yards and warehouses

e. Places of Worship

f. Family Care Homes

g. College or University

h. Library

i. Cemetery

j. Nursing Homes
5.5. Density 

Maximum density shall not exceed six dwelling units per acre. 
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5.6 Duplexes and Single Family Detached

5.6.1 Lot Area. The minimum lot area shall be 5,000 square feet per dwelling unit.

5.6.2 Minimum Lot Width. The minimum lot width per dwelling unit at the front property line shall be 40 feet and at the required front yard 50 feet.

5.6.3 Building Height. 

a. The maximum building height shall be two stories but in no event shall the height exceed 35 feet.

b. The maximum height of an accessory structure shall not exceed 16 feet.
5.6.4 Yard Requirements. The following minimum yard requirements shall apply for duplexes and single family detached units in the R-6 District:

(a.) Front yard:  25 feet, except in developed areas where the front yard shall equal the average front yard of the immediately adjacent properties.

(b.) Side Yard:

Duplexes: 10 feet, except 25 feet for the street side yard of a corner lot.

Single Family Detached: 10 feet. Zero lot lines may be permitted between lots internal to the subdivision when the remaining side yard is 15 feet. All side yards abutting external property lines shall be 10 feet. Corner lot regulations shall be the same as for duplexes.

( c) Rear Yard: 20 feet

      (d) Accessory Structure: 5 feet from any property line and cannot have a protrusion    of more than one foot into the setback.

5.6.5 A minimum of one acre is required for each duplex or single family detached housing development.

5.6.6 Design Features

Parking and Access Courts. Parking and access court requirements for single family detached dwellings as set forth in Section 5.6 shall be the same as those for townhouses set forth in Section 5.7.6 of this ordinance.

All parking and access court configurations must receive approval from the Loudoun county Fire Marshal for fire and rescue vehicle accessibility.

Open Space.  There are no additional open space requirements for single family detached homes developed in accordance with Section 5.6.  Should residual land be set aside for open space and landscaping purposes, it will be maintained by a homeowner’s association.
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5.7. Townhouses 

1. Lot Area. The minimum lot area shall be 2,000 square feet per dwelling unit. 

2. Minimum Lot Width. The minimum lot width shall be 20 feet for interior lots and 30 feet for end and corner lots. 
3. Building Height. 

a. The maximum building height shall be two stories but in no event shall the height exceed 35 feet.

b.The maximum height of an accessory structure shall not exceed 16 feet.

4. Yard Requirements. The following minimum yard requirements shall apply for townhouses in the R-6 District: 

a. Front Yard: 25 feet.

b. Side Yard: Interior lots: 0; End and Corner lots: 10 feet.

c. Rear Yard: 20 feet, provided that each lot shall provide a private yard of at least 300 square feet with a minimum depth of 15 feet. The private yard shall be enclosed visually by a fence or wall.

d. Accessory Structure: 5 feet from any property line and cannot have a protrusion of more than one foot into the setback.

5. Design Features. 

. A minimum of one acre is required for each townhouse development. 

a. Abutting townhouses shall have complementary but not identical facades as approved by the Planning Commission. 
b. A minimum of three units and a maximum of six units shall be continuously connected. 

c. Townhouses shall front on a public street or parking and access court as provided in Section 5.7.6. 

a. Parking and Access Courts. Private parking and access courts may be provided for each townhouse development according to the following criteria: 
a. .Parking and access courts shall be constructed in conformance with standards contained in Article XII of this Ordinance. 
b. A homeowner's association shall be formed to ensure maintenance of all parking and access courts. 

c. A maximum of 16 units shall front on a parking and access court with a single entrance. No more than two parking and access courts shall be continuously connected. 

d. All parking and access courts shall provide permanent pedestrian and vehicular access between townhouse lots and a public street. 

e. .Parking and access courts shall be clearly identified as private. A single sign, not to exceed two square feet in area, shall be posted at the entrance of each parking and access court, displaying only the words "Private Drive" and the addresses of any residences utilizing the parking and access court.                  5-3
Article 6

R-12 Residential - Multi-Family District

6.1. Purpose 

To maintain the residential character of the district and to promote and encourage a suitable neighborhood environment for low density apartment living with sufficient open space and facilities. 

6.2. Permitted Uses 

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-12 district: 

. Multi-family dwellings 

a. Public Parks 

6.3. Accessory Uses 

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-12 District when accessory to and constructed or commenced concurrently with or subsequent to uses permitted under Sections 6.2 and 6.4: 

. Home Occupations 
a. Other accessory uses and structures customarily appurtenant to a permitted use; provided however, that no accessory structure’s footprint exceeds 600 square feet.

6.4. Special Exception Uses 

The following uses and structures are permitted in the R-12 District subject to securing a conditional use permit: 

. Public and Private School 

a. Golf Courses 

b. Bed and Breakfast 

c. Public Utility Facility, except corporation yards, storage or repair yards and warehouses. 

d. Places of Worship 

e. Family Care Homes 

f. Library 

g. Cemetery 

h. Colleges and Universities 

i. Nursing Homes 

6.5. Density 

Maximum density shall not exceed twelve dwelling units per acres. 
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ARTICLE 6

6.6. Lot Area 

The minimum lot area shall be one acre. 

6.7. Minimum Lot Width 

The minimum lot width at the front property line shall be 80 feet and at the required front yard 100 feet. 

6.8. Building Height 

a. The maximum building height shall be three stories but in no event shall exceed 35 feet.

b.
The maximum height of an accessory structure shall not exceed 16 feet.

6.9. Yard Requirements 

The following minimum yard requirements shall apply in the R-12 District: 
a. Front Yard: 30 feet
b. Side Yard: 30 feet
c. Rear Yard: 30 feet.
d. Accessory Structure: 5 feet from any property line.

6.10. Open Space and Recreation Requirements 

The following open space and recreational requirements shall apply in the R-12 District: 

. Twenty-five (25) percent of the site area shall be kept in permanent open space. 

a. A minimum of 100 square feet of active recreational open space shall be provided for each unit. 

6.11. Architectural Quality 

Multi-family buildings shall avoid massive, monolithic and repetitive building types, facades and setbacks and shall be compatible with surrounding areas. Building elevations and architectural details shall be submitted to the Planning Commission to demonstrate compliance with this section.

(2) Use Categories. Household Living and Group Living).  Principal uses are identified in defining the Use Category.  They are principal uses that most closely share the common characteristics that are key to the Use Category.

Other accessory uses and structures customarily appurtenant to a permitted use are permitted; provided however, that the total footprint for all accessory structures on a lot does not exceed 6% of the total lot area and in any case may not exceed 1800 square feet. There is a minimum requirement of 10 feet between any and all building footprints. A single accessory structure’s footprint can not cover more than 4% of the total lot area and the maximum size of a single accessory structure’s footprint regardless of lot size is 1200 square feet. Any lot may have a single accessory structure with a footprint of up to 600 square feet. 

(C) Reference to General Use Category. References to “General Use Category” under the Use Type column means all of the uses in the Use Category are allowed.  The Use Category is defined in Article VIII.  Where specific Use Types are listed in the Use Type column, only the listed Use Types in the Use Category are allowed.  The Use Types are defined in Article VIII. 

Additional Regulations for Specific Uses. References to sections in the final column of Table 2-1003 (Additional Regulations for Specific Uses) indicate that the listed use is subject to use-specific regulations. The numbers provide a cross-reference to the “Additional Regulations for Specific Uses” in Section 5-600.

Structures greater than 16 feet in height must have a setback of 5 feet plus one foot for each additional foot of building height over 16 feet and can not have a protrusion of more than one foot into the setback. The setback is measured from any part of the accessory structure footprint to the closest property line. All accessory structures must be 5 feet back from the front line of the principal building and must be outside of the front yard setback.

General Development Requirements.”General Development Requirements.  The following general development requirements shall apply to all development in the JLMA-2 district.
(A)
Minimum Open Space.  Thirty (30) percent.  Active recreational uses may be located within the open space.

(B) Maximum Gross Density.  The maximum gross residential density shall be one (1) unit per twenty thousand (20,000) square feet, calculated based

general “Use Categories” and specific “Use Types” based on common functional, product, or physical characteristics, such as the type and amount of activity, the type of customers or residents, how goods or services are sold or delivered, and site conditions.  

(2)Use Categories. The Use Categories describe the major sub-groups of the Use Classification, based on common characteristics (e.g., the residential Use Classification is divided into two major Use Categories: Household Living and Group Living). Principal uses are identified in defining the Use Category. They are principal uses that most closely share the common characteristics that are key to the Use Category. 

(3)Use Types. The Use Categories are then divided into specific Use Types. The specific Use Types are included in the respective Use Category.  They identify the specific uses that are considered to fall within characteristics identified in the Use Category. For example, single family detached dwellings, multi-family dwellings and town houses are Use Types in the Household Living Use Category. 

(B) Use Categories and Use Types Defined. All the Use Categories and Use Types listed in Table 2-102 are defined in Article VIII (Definitions). 

(C )Permitted and Special Exception Uses. A “P” in the column identified “AR-1” indicates that a Use Category or specific Use Type is permitted as a matter of right (as a permitted use) in the AR-1 district, subject to compliance with all applicable standards and regulations in this Ordinance and all other Town ordinances.  An “S” indicates that a  Use Type is allowed in the AR-1 district as a special exception in accordance with the procedures and standards of Section 6-1300.  An “M” indicates that a Use Type is allowed in the AR-1 district as a minor special exception in accordance with the procedures and standards of Section 6-1300. In  some instances, and based on the Additional Regulations for Specific Uses (Section 5-600), a Use Type will be permitted as a matter of right under certain conditions or allowed as a special exception or minor special exception under other conditions.  In those instances, it is identified as “P/S” or “P/M,” as appropriate. Other accessory uses and structures customarily appurtenant to a permitted use are also permitted

(D)Reference to General Use Category.  References to “General Use Category” under the Use Type column, means all of the uses in the Use Category are allowed.  The Use Category is defined in Article VIII. Where specific Use Types are listed in the Use Type column, only the listed Use Types in the Use Category are allowed. The Use Types are defined in Article VIII.
