RESOLUTION 2005-003

Whereas, the Round Hill Town Council passed a resolution on January 6, 2005, supporting the use of an appropriate portion of Franklin Park for a high school site; and

Whereas, the Round Hill Town Council appreciates Supervisor Jim Burton’s efforts toward examining Franklin Park as a possible high school site; and

Whereas, schools benefit from strong community support and involvement; and

Whereas, the need for a second high school in western Loudoun County is urgent and requires an immediate solution; and

Whereas, a high school located on a portion of Franklin Park will not overwhelm the park but will enhance the site with further amenities; 

Therefore, be it resolved that the Round Hill Town Council supports a more comprehensive, comparative analysis of the cost and time involved with the procurement and construction of a high school on the Franklin Park, Fields Farm, and Nichols sites; and;
Therefore, be it further resolved, that the Round Hill Town Council urges the Loudoun County School Board and the Loudoun County Board of Supervisors to work with the communities of western Loudoun County, including the Towns of Round Hill, Purcellville, and Hamilton to develop a collaborative solution for the benefit of all the communities involved.
