Freeway(A)- visually complex roadways with high traffic volume: usually found in or near the center of major metropolitan areas; with traffic volume high from early morning hours to late evening hours

Freeway(B) - all other controlled access highways where lighting is needed.

Expressway - a divided major highway for through with partially controlled access, and with interchanges at major crossroads.

Major - those roads which form the main network for through traffic

Collector -those roads that connect the major roads and local roads. These are primarily used for the movement of traffic within residential, commercial and industrial neighborhoods.
Local- these are used for direct access to residential, commercial, and industrial properties. Long local roads are usually cut into short segments by major or collector roads.

Commercial - the area or areas within a metropolitan area where the land use attracts a high volume of nighttime vehicular and pedestrian traffic.

Intermediate - the area or areas having a moderate high level of nighttime pedestrian traffic.

Residential - the areas of a metropolitan area characterized by a low level of pedestrian traffic at night. The same characteristics apply to single-family homes, apartments, office parks, and even lighted industrial parks
