Round Hill Light Reading & Survey

On the evening of Thursday, March 4th sample light reading  were taken on Rte. 7 Business in Round Hill, Va. The conditions were slightly overcast with full moon. The instrument used was a Minolta T-1 meter calibrated to .001 footcandle. Two sections were sampled.

from North Bridge Street 300 feet towards Main Street. The points were taken at centerline and curb on fifty foot intervals.
